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GUIDELINES FOR CONTRIBUTORS TO AMBITOS

1. Ambitosisaninternational scientific journal of Social Sciencesand Humanitiesresearch, accessibletoall
the scholarswhomwishto deliver scholarly researchto awider audience.

2. Manuscriptssent for consideration must beoriginal and unpublished works. They will be peer-reviewed by
an anonymous committeeas selected by the Editoria Board. Thiscommittee, composed by externa examinersfrom
the Editorid Board and the Editor-in-Chief, will makeadecison regarding itsacceptancefor publicationin accordance
withthescientific precision of thecommittee members. The Editoria Board will communicatetheacceptanceor the
rejection of thearticlesto the authorsin amaximum period of six monthsafter the reception of the papers.

3. Thearticlesaccepted for publication will beinsertedinthejournal as determined by the Editorial Board,
according totheir order of arrival and their subject.

4. Manuscriptsmust betyped or printed 1.5-spaced, with afont size of 12 points, and their maximum length
must not exceed 25 single-faced pages, including tablesand figures. Thetext should include the name of the authors,
Spanish and English abstracts (each no longer than fifteen lines), five Spanish and English key words, and the
Spanish and Englishtitles. Manuscripts may bewrittenin Spanish, English, French, Italian or Portuguese, although
they must includethetitles, the abstractsand thefive key wordsboth in Spanish andin English. Theauthorswill send
the papersto thee-mail: ambitos@mixmail.com. Theauthors must include aresponsabl e declaration stating that the
articlesubmitted isno published, partidly or asawhole, guaranteeing itsauthoship. In case of cheating or plagiarism,
thearticlewill bewithdtawal by the head of thejournal, subject to prior notification to the authorsor othersentities
involved, consdersappropriate.

5. Thefootnotes should be numbered continuoudly. The citationsin notesand inthe bibliography at theend of
thearticleshould beasfollow:

a) Books: Surname of theauthor in capitds, theinitia of thenamein capitals, titleof work initalics, place of
publication, year, and cited pages.

b) Book chaptersand worksin collaborative volumes: Surnameof the author in capitals, theinitia of the
namein capitals, titlein quotation marks, surnameandinitia of thenameof thedirector, coordinator or editor of the
work in capitas, title of work initalics, place of publication, year, and cited pages.

¢) Articles: Surnameof theauthor in capitals, theinitid of thenamein capitas, titlein quotation marks, name
of thejournd initalics, volumenumber, year in parenthes's, and pages.

d) Newspapers: Title of the paper initalics, and date (day, month, and year).

€) Archival documents. Referencearchive (thefirst citation should incorporatetheentirereferenceand the
next, in abbreviation), type of document —Chapter record, Census, etc.—, section, bundle, and folio number (if
goplicable).

6. Thetables, chartsand figures should be numbered continuousy and should be added asummary —it should
have the source and what it represents—. They should be presented properly and the author(s) should indicatewhere
they should beinserted.

7. The scholars can send reviews of books edited after thelast volume of Ambitos. They should not bemore
than 3 pageswritten ononesideonly, typed 1.5-spaced, with afont size of 12points. The manuscript will be signed
by the author(s), who will send to the A ssoci ation two typed-copies on paper together with an electronic versonon
anelectronicdevice.

8. The Editor-in-Chief will alow the publication of transcriptionsand/or document reproductions, which
should be awaysaccompanied by an explanatory introductionwritten by theauthor. The Editor-in-Chief will reserve
decisonsabout possiblerevisonsfor the scientific committee. The author(s) will send to theA ssociation two typed-
copies on paper accompani ed by an electronic version on an e ectronic device.
